SECTION 1. Under Sec. 13-47-A (11), add Item Nos. j and k to read: j.  From the West entrance at the 

intersection  of 210
th
 Avenue and 230

th
 Street. k.  From the entrance of Stoney Creek North 2 (251st Av) 

Intersection and Forest Grove Road . SECTION 2. The County Auditor is directed to keep and maintain a 

copy of the Ordinance in the County Auditor's office. SECTION 3.   SEVERABILITY CLAUSE If any of the 

provisions of the Ordinance are for any reason illegal or void, then the lawful provisions of this Ordinance 

shall be and remain in full force and effect, the same as if the Ordinance contained no illegal or void 

provisions.
