2) That based on the above, it is requested that 
230th Av-From 250TH St NORTH TO 260TH ST AND 250TH St-From 230TH Av EAST TO 
240TH Av be deleted from the current routes AND the addition of 240th Av – From 250th 
St North to 260th St and 260th St – From 240th Av West to 230th Av resulting in a total of 
117.22 miles of county roads which have been determined suitable for snowmobile 
operations and that these roads are specifically designated on the attached map as 
"Designated Snowmobile Routes" from November 15TH each year to April 1st each year 
and that said map be placed on file with the County Auditor, and that signs be erected 
and displayed accordingly.
