Dr. Keppy, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.  The Recording Secretary took the roll call.  All members were present with the exception of Dr. Garvin, who was out of town.  Dr. Keppy assumed the Chairmanship of the Board of Health, following the February 20, 2003, resignation of Charlotte Mohr.


Dr. Keppy welcomed the new Board member, Dr. Kathleen Hanson and asked her to introduce herself to the Board by way of telling them of her background.  


Dr. Sunderbruch moved to approve the Agenda, as amended.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Coiner.  Motion carried unanimously.


Dr. Sunderbruch moved to approve the minutes of the February 20, 2003, Board Meeting as received.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Coiner.  Motion carried unanimously.


The following reports were reviewed and discussed by the Board:

Director’s Report of February - April, 2003, activities.

Larry Barker informed the Board that the two Public Health Nurse vacancies had been filled.  He introduced Kathy Andresen to the Board, who will take the lead in the Non-Public School Nursing Program.  LaShon Moore was out of town, but Larry Barker informed the Board that she will take the lead in the Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program.

Larry Barker reported that several staff had the opportunity to attend the Iowa Public Health Association/Iowa Environmental Health Association Annual Meeting in Ames.  The new director of the Iowa Department of Public Health (Dr. Mary Hanson) was there.  She expressed a desire to come to Scott County and meet with as many people as possible.  


Larry Barker reported that the Department's Strategic Planning Process is underway, and a Plan will be forthcoming.


Larry Barker reported that staff had an opportunity to spend a morning at the Department with MPH students from the University of Iowa College of Public Health.  


Larry Barker reported that with Priscilla Smith moving out of the area that Sandra Potter Marquardt has been appointed the new Decategorization and Empowerment Director.


Larry Linnenbrink, Environmental Health Coordinator, brought the Board up-to-date on a public health nuisance in Panorama Park.


Larry Barker provided pictures to the Board of the new Exhibit at the Bettendorf Museum on Healthy Choices.

Following discussion, Dr. Sunderbruch moved to approve the claims.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Coiner.  Motion carried unanimously.

Maternal & Child Health Program report for the month of  February and March, 2003.  Larry Barker reported that staff are in the process of writing the application for FY'04 funding.

5.
Bioterrorism Preparedness Planning Report for the month of March, 2003.

Larry Barker reported that Denny Coon, Karen Payne, and he attended a session at the University of Iowa, entitled, "Revisiting the New Reality: Improving Iowa's Preparedness Capacity".  The conference revisited discussions from last year's conference on preparedness by examining changes that have occurred over the past 12 months, not only at the national level, but also extending out to the state and local levels.  There are a number of funding avenues coming into Iowa.  Scott County is part of Region VI, the most populous region in the State.  Emphasis will be placed on improving our capacity over the last year and improving our surveillance systems.  


Jackie Hall, Environmental Health Specialist, presented this month's Board of Health program orientation, which was the Scott County Health Department's Mosquito Surveillance Program.

Dr. Sunderbruch moved to approve all the reports.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Coiner.  Motion carried unanimously.


Dr. Keppy welcomed the visitors to the Board of Health Meeting.

Dr. Keppy asked for Public Comment.  There was no one present who wished to make any comments.


Larry Barker reported that the County's FY'04 budget has been approved and sent to the State.  


Following discussion, Dr. Sunderbruch moved to approve and authorize the Director to sign the 2003 Tuberculosis Directly Observed Therapy Grant Contract with the Iowa Department of Public Health and subsequent subcontract with Genesis Visiting Nurse Association in the amount of $4,500.00.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Coiner.  Motion carried unanimously.


Following discussion, Mrs. Coiner moved to approve and authorize the Director to sign the FY'04 Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Grant Application and subsequent Contract with the Iowa Department of Public Health.  Motion seconded by Dr. Sunderbruch.  Motion carried unanimously.


Following discussion, and an overview by Carol Schnyder, Community Services Coordinator, Dr. Sunderbruch moved to approve and authorize the Chairman and Director to sign the FY'04 Maternal & Child Health Grant Application and subsequent Contract with the Iowa Department of Public Health and appropriate subcontracts.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Coiner.  Motion carried unanimously.


Amy Thoreson, Disease Prevention Specialist, gave the Board an update on the status of the West Nile Virus Community Planning Process.  


Larry Barker gave the Board an update on the status of proposed legislation to merge the Iowa Department of Public Health and the Iowa Department of Human Services.


Following discussion, Mrs. Coiner moved to approve the Request to Modify the Local Public Health Services Agreement by adding Health Education as an approved activity.  Motion seconded by Dr. Hanson.  Motion carried unanimously.


Following discussion, Mrs. Coiner moved to approve the Request to Modify the Local Public Health Services Agreement by adding the purchase of resources as an approved activity.  Motion seconded by Dr. Hanson.  Motion carried unanimously.


Roma Taylor, Clinical Services Coordinator, gave the Board an update on Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS) and the calls that the Department is receiving from the public. 


Carol Schnyder acknowledged and recognized staff for all the work they did in preparation for the Department's Open House for Public Health Month.


There being no further business before the Board, the meeting adjourned at  1:11 p.m.
